MCI Southern Centre Championship – Venue Changes
Due to the current planning situation with East Cork MCC’s track at Park the committee has been forced to make venue changes for some championship events this year.  Championship dates will not be affected.  Riders are reminded that they can drop one round of southern centre youth and adult championships including U21s & O35s and their points will not be affected. 

· Round 2 of MCI Great Stuff Catering Championship on 9th/10th April will now be hosted by Wexford Offroad at their venue in Clonroche. Round 8 of the series, 2nd/3rd October, will now be hosted by Dundalk and District MCC at their venue in Dundalk.
· Round 3 of the MCI U21 / O35 / Quad Championship on 17th April will now be hosted by North Dublin MCC at their venue in Gormonston with round 6 of the series, 4th September, will now be hosted by East Cork MCC.

· Round 2 of the MCUI Irish Youth Championship on the 16th April will be hosted by East Cork MCC at Vernon Mount.

Incident of Theft at Round 1 MCI Southern Centre Championship

At Dundalk’s event on 5th/6th March there was an incident where a generator was stolen from the Great Stuff Catering’s van, used throughout the night and returned sans petrol. The owner and staff were quite concerned over the fact that their equipment had been interfered with along with the loss of fuel.
The committee is extremely disappointed that the title sponsor of our championship would be subjected to this type of incident, which reflects quite poorly indeed on our sport.

A witness has described the thief and the committee will be following this up. Those involved will be watched carefully at future events.

A proposal has been put forward for future events where such incidents occur. Racing will be stopped until such time as those involved come forward or a witness names those involved. 
Sponsorship

Gavin Craigie brought forward the motion of a further sponsor at selected rounds of the MCI Youth Championship. The interest of Honda Europe in supporting Motocross events in Southern Ireland is a welcome addition.

Honda Europe will support 3 rounds of the Youth Championship for 2011. This will be open for all Honda 150f Big Wheel riders who register for the three rounds. Hoodies, T-shirts, stickers etc will be available for participating riders. Honda 150f riders racing the three rounds will be entered into a Honda points championship where the first placed rider after 3 rounds will receive a €1000 voucher and second place will receive a €500 voucher. In addition riders will be placed in a draw to receive tuition at the Honda Academy in Spain.

The events selected for Honda supported rounds are Ferns (4th June), Doon (2nd July) and Limerick (16th July).
Helmet Regulations
In accordance with FIM directives. helmet inspections at motocross events will become much stricter over the coming year and into 2012. Following a recent seminar there are now an increased number of helmet inspectors.

· Helmets must meet European ECE 22-05P and/or Japanese Jis T 8133:2000 and/or USA SNELL M2005 ratings. ( Certificate should be evident on helmet) No Cert, no race.
· Helmets must be in good condition and intact.

· Helmets must be of the correct fit and be worn with strap securely tightened.

· Riders are urged to make sure that their helmet and its fit has been inspected and tagged with a 2011 decal to ensure no disappointment on raceday.

· Helmet inspections will be available at the next round of the Adult Irish at Vernonmount, and the MCI u21, quad and o35 championship in Gormanston.
