2011 Rider Grading

· Following on from the grading discussion already held the issue of grading riders for 2011 was revisited to conclude details and forward lists to Licence Registrar.

· Trevor Callaghan was in attendance on request from Damien Tolan to clarify any issues in relation to said grading.

· A lengthy debate was held on possible formats for rider grading. A consensus was reached with three grades standing as A, B &C with lap times/race results used to benchmark riders. Grading was completed and lists will be published ASAP.

Notes:
Riders can appeal their grading however the appeal must be in writing to be presented to the Motocross Committee.


The Motocross Committee reserves the right to change the grade of a rider mid season.

2011 Championship Race Format for Southern Centre
Following a discussion the following was adopted to 2011:
· Three grades: A, B and C with MX1/MX2 championships separated within each race.

· On the championship day there will only be three championship classes (A,B & C) with the top 40 in each grade qualifying for their respective championship races.

· Three races per class per day still stands.

· The points system will now start at 50 for a race win dropping down to 1 point for 40th place, e.g. 1st: 50, 2nd: 47, 3rd: 45, 4th:43, 5th: 41, 6th: 39, 7th: 37, 8th: 35, 9th: 33, 10th: 31, 11th: 30, 12th: 29..........39th: 2, 40th: 1

· Within each of the three classes points will be allocated to riders as they pass the flag at race end. MX1 and MX2 riders will still compete for their individual championship with the points awarded reflecting their actual overall finishing position in the race.
· This format will allow for better racing as riders now get rewarded for each position they gain during the race.

The Over 35 / Under 21 Championship will use the same system to separate A,B and C riders within their races.

12 mins + 1 lap

12 mins + 1 lap

Support A/B/C:
12 mins + 1 lap

Timetables for Championship Race Days:

Over 35/Under 21/Quad: Sign on will close at 9.00am sharp, practice to start 9.30am sharp

MCI Southern Centre: Sign on will close at 9.30am sharp, practice to start 10.00am sharp

Transponders:

Hired transponders will be issued on a first come first served basis with preference given to pre-entered riders

2011 Entry Fee:

After a discussion on the price for the entry fee for 2011 it was felt by the committee that the reduction given in 2010 compared to 2009 meant that clubs suffered with regard to breaking even on race days.

In 2009: 
The adult entry fee was €55 and went up to €75 when paying as a late entry.



The youth entry was €35 

In 2010:
The adult entry fee was reduced to €50 and went up to €65 when paying as a late entry.


 
The youth entry fee was reduced to €30 and went up to €40 when paying as a late entry.

For 2011 the entry fees will remain the same as 2010. The committee welcomed the reduction in the cost of the race permits but this reduction will now only help clubs to break even in 2011. It would not be feasible to offer an additional reduction in 2011.

Practice Fees:

Clubs are now to produce a club membership card to all members which will need to be produced at other club’s practice days in order to avail of the cheaper practice fee.

Riders who are not a member of any club must either join a club or pay an additional €5 to practice.
Youth Championship Format

The format of the youth championship for 2011 will remain the same as it was in 2010.
Date Change
The international Under 21 Team event, in which Ireland will be represented, falls on the 8/9th October for 2011. As there is currently an MCI S/C Championship event in Clonroche that weekend there is a need to change dates. Wexford Offroad’s event in Clonroche scheduled for 8/9th Oct will swap with South East MCC’s Grasstrack Championship event the previous week, 1st/2nd Oct. Calendar to be changed to reflect this.
